	Geographical Scale
	Community street segments surrounding a selected senior center in each city. Sampling area includes a radius of no larger than 0.5 miles from a point of origin.

	Instrument Development Methods
	Conducted literature review on the association between older physical activity level and the built environment, as well as common functional limitations associated with aging. 

Qualitative interviews were also conducted with older adults.

The Analytic Audit Tool developed by Dr. Ross Brownson at the Saint Louis University School of Public Health was also modified to include items relevant to older adults’ needs.
Audit areas were selected through a GIS map of street segments within a .5 radius of a selected senior center in seven selected cities across the US.

	Sample


	The audit tool was piloted across 7 sites: 152 segments were audited by at least 1 auditor, and 97 segments by at least 2 auditors. 

	Psychometrics
	Interrater reliability, measured by Kappa and interclass correlation coefficient (ICC) demonstrated Kappa ranging from -.0400 to .7522.

· Land use destinations
· Walkway condition
· Trail condition
· Streetscape features (i.e., benches, water fountains, and other street amenities)
