	Instrument Development Methods


	A small working group associated with the San Francisco Department of Public Health started with the Healthy City Vision and Community Health Objectives previously developed by the San Francisco Department of Public Health and developed a method of evaluating each objective with the inclusion of data and statistics. In the development process, the group received substantial feedback on the HDMT items from 12 “national technical reviewers in the fields of land use and transportation planning, public health, HIA, EIA, and health equity” and 8 City agencies (Program on Health, Equity, and Sustainability, San Francisco Department of Public Health, 2007, p. 49). “Currently, SFDPH staff are pilot testing the HDMT on Executive Park, a 3,000-unit residential development project proposed for the southeastern corner of San Francisco” (SFDPH, 2007, p. 49).

	No literature detailing quantitative measures of reliability and validity, but it is noted in the development literature that, “good indicators [key sub-domains in the HDMT] were defined as those that were meaningful and valid, regularly collected, reliably measurable and/or observable, actionable, and motivating,” and that the “specific methodology [utilized in the HDMT was] validated via a deliberative community process to evaluate planning against the requirements of healthy physical and social environments and against particular local needs for housing, jobs, and public infrastructure” (Program on Health, Equity, and Sustainability, San Francisco Department of Public Health, 2007, p. 45, p. 64).
