	A sample of 10 control neighborhoods was selected from an earlier study-- SHAPE (Cunningham, Michael, Farquhar, & Lapidus, 2005). Seniors (N = 582) who completed the perceived built-environment measures (SHAPE study) needed to meet the following criteria: being 65 years of age or older, not participating in any formal physical activity in the past 30 days, and being able to walk without an assistive device (e.g., walker). The objective built-environment measures were completed by trained research assistants. 

	Psychometrics
	The kappa values between perceived and objective measurements were low (ranged from -.07 to .20) for all variables.
