	Information obtained during interviews and focus groups was used to develop items. 
“In-depth interviews were conducted for five people with mobility impairments and limitations (PWMIL), five significant others of PWMIL, and five health care professionals working with PWMIL. The findings were used to frame questions for the fifteen focus groups (n=98) that were conducted. The resulting items identified were then put in a draft survey form that 40 members of the focus groups (primarily PWMIL and significant others) completed”(Gray, D.B., et al., 2006). Each of these individuals was interviewed to ascertain their view on the items and survey format. Further modifications and pilot testing finalized the survey (Gray, D.B., et al., 2006).

	Purposeful sample of 604 people with mobility limitations having a diagnosis of spinal cord injury, multiple sclerosis, cerebral palsy, stroke, or postpoliomyelitis

	Psychometrics
	“Responses to each survey question for all activities (e.g., dressing, vacationing) and domains (e.g., self-care, mobility, domestic life) were examined for internal consistency and stability. The self-care domain showed the highest internal consistency (.91) followed by the community, social, and civic life domain (.85). The stability (test-retest reliability) values (Pearson r) of all domains were .77 or higher” (Gray, D.B., et al., 2006). 
The survey was evaluated for content validity through personal interviews, and concept and content focus groups. PARTS/M has demonstrated significant correlations (canonical correlations) with questions from the RNL, PIP, and PIP2 (Gray, D.B., et al., 2006).
