The internal consistency of the summary score was adequate (Cronbach’s alpha = 0.72). The test-retest correlation coefficients ranged from 0.33 to 0.70 (Pearson), from 0.38 to 0.66 (Spearman), and from 0.34 to 0.70 (intra-class). The percentage agreement ranged from 40% to 66%.
